AN EXPLANATION

The Pastor, who was led to arrange this simple plan for
consecrated, consecutive, constant reading of God’s Word,
did so with the effect upon the Church, as well as upon
the Individual, in view.

For ten years he had sought for a plan which would
actually develope the individual and unite the members of
a church upon something that would result in united
spiritual growth. Mere Organizations failed—Bible Lectur-
ing failed to get the individual to a personal appropriation—
Bible Study classes left many untouched.

Then this Calendar was arranged to furnish a basis of
real unity in the Church. It unites the members daily on the
same portion of God’s Word so that the Spirit can make
them like-minded. It holds out an objective which appeals
to every child of God, viz., that of reading the Bible
through consecutively. And the fact that others are daily
reading the same portion strengthens the purpose.

A SUGGESTION

In connection with its use daily by individuals, a Weekly
Meeting for Conference, Questions, Testimony and Prayer
will more perfectly and effectually unite the Church.

That God may bless it as suggesting a simple, practical
plan to other Pastors, this Calendar is sent forth.
